a. Building community orgnanisations: 
a. we are assisting community to build their organisations to address the issues of food security in their food production. Three pilot model farms, knowledge centres, are established in three communes to generate technical knowledge  for disseminating to the community members. 
b. Righ-based approach
Villagers are assisted to get information about their rights and ways to obtain, as well as effective use of the supports in various development projects operated by the local government. 
Dialogues between villages and local government are arranged and facilitated to make the view points of the villagers, and their comments go through to the policy and project implementors
c. Building network 
In discussion with other local NGO leaders, I initiated a network of like 8 like-minded NGOs and 6-CBO groups for effective advocay work at the national level. I facilitated the formulation of the charter for the network and its strategic directions as well as operational projects. 
d. Internship programme
Three-month internship programme with community emergence is designed and made available for undergraduate students to learn development approach in practice and develop their research skills. Discussion is under-going to make this internship programme available for international students
