	6. HINARI (Health InterNetwork Access to Research Initiative); OARE (Online Access to Research in the Environment); AGORA (Access to Global Online Research in Agriculture)


	Free or low-cost access to electronic journals based on a country’s GNP per capita.  Band 1 countries (under $1000 GNP) receive free access and Band 2 countries ($1000-$3000 GNP) receive low cost access.
	Register as an institution located in one of these Band 1 or Band 2 countries.  We need to investigate to see if we would even qualify since we are not headquartered in one of these countries.
