The research initiatives include: 

· Engaging People in Peace: A Carnegie-Corporation sponsored research initiative, now in its third year, focused on the role of citizens in sustainable and macro-level peacebuilding. Directed by Jason Calder, former Associate Director of the Carter Center’s Global Development program. 

· Community-based Approaches to Reducing Child Mortality: A Future Generations, WHO, and UNICEF funded task force of the American Public Health Association to evaluate the published literature on the effectiveness of community-based approaches to reducing child mortality. Chaired by Future Generations Senior Health Advisor, Dr. Carl Taylor, and co-chaired by Future Generations Professor, Dr. Henry Perry. 

· Community-based Conservation: A review of the effectiveness of community-based approaches to nature conservation funded by the Gordon and Betty Moore Foundation. 

· The Processes of Community Change: An ongoing institution-wide evaluation of how to do sustainable and scale-level community-based social change. This project first presented at the 1995 United Nations Conference on Social Development in Copenhagen and has had a number of major publications since then. 

· Conservation in the Himalayas: A specialized human ecological and biodiversity study of the entire 2,200 mile Himalayan mountain system, led by Professor Robert Fleming.
